The BAYI Inc., a non-profit organization furthering women's participation and transformative
feminist leadership through capacity building, research, and advocacy activities, the UP
Center for Women’s and Gender Studies (UPCWGS), and the UP Center for Women's Studies
Foundation, Inc. (UPCWSFI) are embarking on a one year project in partnership with Global

The Program will hopefully
contribute to the change of perceptions and attitudes in the civil service leading to a stronger,
gender responsive, and gender transformative public sector.
