PHIMUN 2024 will be held in a full face-to-face format at the
University of the Philippines Diliman campus, with the option to
register as individual delegates or delegation teams. Should there be
unexpected outbreaks of illness around the same time as the event,
the conference will adhere to the health protocols and guidelines set
by the University to ensure the safety of the delegates.
